John Wayne, 
when asked how he wanted to be remembered, replied: ‘Feo, Fuerte y Formal’ – Spanish proverb meaning “He was ugly, 
strong and had dignity.” Orson Welles called John Ford the greatest “poet” the cinema has given us .
